The Peddie Golf Course  
 

With rolling fairways and undulating greens, the Peddie 
Golf Club is one of the area’s finest courses. This 
beautifully maintained, 18-hole, par-72 course 
challenges golfers at every skill level. The tree-lined 
course is a challenging test that demands accurate rather 
than booming drives.  The signature hole is No. 4, a 380-
yard, par 4, with a narrow tree-lined fairway with water 
in front of the green.  The golf course is situated a 
quarter-mile south of the main Peddie campus.
